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INTERNATIONAL STUDENTS MENTALITY

The ongoing changes and reshuffle in various education system in the world and
huge gap in economic, technical and resources capabilities between developing and
industrialized countries have been the huge sources of student’s movement seeking
multiple goals that are not available in the native society or nation. To understand the
problem, this paper will consider Ukraine as a reference to findings, a nation with more
than ten thousand (10,000) international students mostly from developing countries
motivated by cheap education, accommodation system and social attitude of it people.

Characteristic or habitual mental attitudes, reasoning and thought that acts as
determinant on how international student responds and interpret how their situations
differ due to cultural differences between them and Ukrainians native. One common
thought remain for all, achieving Certificate of Accomplishment of their educational
training level (graduate, post graduate, specialist and doctorate).

Number of students has been complaining living below
their expectations for various reasons like that of product price hike, administrative and
paper work performance which tend to take much longer than it should be, because of
different systems and process. This emphasizes the fact that most of international student
graduate with high grades and low level of educational practical capabilities.

Developing positive mentality to international students towards Ukraine, which is
broken for the above mention reasons, good relationships between the society,
universities and international students across the country should be the center of
student’s activities. See figure 1. Various actions that can lead to the positive relation and
help international student to regain its confidence
towards Ukraine are: strong emphasis on
problem solving and analytical thinking;
collaborative and cooperative learning projects
with society; integration of community services
and learning projects into the daily curriculum;
improve personalization education accounting for
each individual or group of personal goals;
developing education clubs with international
students.
