Motivation can be defined as an effort or hard-work that gives way for success or
to certain achievements.

Abraham Maslow, an
American Psychologist propounded a theory of human motivation in 1943 popularly
known as the Maslow’s Hierarchy of needs. He came up with different stages of needs.
He stated the five stages of human needs as the Psychological needs, the Needs for
Safety and Security, love and belonging, self esteem and the Needs for Self-
actualization. 1. Psychological Needs: the psychological needs detect the utmost
desirable basic elements such as Water, Nutrients, normal Temperature, Air etc. also the
need to have rest, to sleep and to be active for survival. 2. The safety and security needs:
it has to do with Physical Safety, financial security, and good health. On the other hand,
stability, protection, for example, every student wants to live in a good or safe
neighborhood and environment. 3. The love and belonging needs: at this stage Students
start looking for friendship, intimacy and community for interpersonal activities. In
contrary lack of love and belonging causes loneliness and related kind of difficulties.
4. The esteem needs: The esteem needs have two branches. One deals as the need to
respect of others, fame, glory, recognition, attention, dignity, etc. the other deals as the
need for self-respect including feelings like confidence, competence, and freedom. The
negative impact is inferiority complex. 5. The self-actualization needs: these needs are
seen as growth motivation. It make students realize their own potential and possibility,
self-actualization characterized as follow; enjoyment of new experiences, Clear moral
standard, Sense of humour, Close friendship, acceptance of human nature and problem
centered.

In conclusion, students have different motives according to individual differences.
The major reason is to enhance mutual understanding between the foreign students and
indigenous citizens of the land.
